If you want a jump on crabgrass, pre-emergent application is your best bet.  Herbicide is the most popular and effective method for weed control, however timing of application is critical. Typically two applications are required to achieve the desired level of control, one in spring, when Forsythia is blooming, and the second in fall after sweltering temps have broken. Cucumber Potato Salad


Here’s a cool and easy recipe that will quickly become a favorite at potlucks and picnics.  Enjoy!





You’ll need:


5 lbs red potatoes


4 celery ribs chopped


1 bunch green onions sliced


1 large cucumber cubed into small pieces


2 Tbsp dill weed


1Tbsp rosemary


2 tsps salt


1 tsp black pepper


2 ¼  c mayo (light or regular)


1 bottle (16 oz) of cucumber ranch salad dressing


In large pot cover potatoes with water and bring to boil. Reduce heat and cover. Simmer 20-25 mins. Drain and cool. Cut potatoes into small cubes. In a large bowl, combine potatoes, celery, onions, cucumber and seasonings.  In small bowl, whisk mayo and dressing. Combine  both mixtures and chill for at least 6 hrs before serving
